Driver and Chaperone Instruction

Our school greatly depends on the involvement ofschool parents for transportation and chaperoofrfgpld
trips and other off-site events. We appreciatetaiing the time to support your child’s school dsdactivities.
The following are guidelines that we ask our drsvand chaperones to follow:

General Instructions

« If you own or have access to a cellular teleph@fease bring it with you on the trip for safetygeas. In
case of illness or an emergency, please notifistheol immediately. Call: (209) 832-4072.

e Chaperones are asked to refrain from drinking, sngolnd talking or texting on their cell phone dirfield
trips.

e It is important for volunteers to realize that thag acting as Christian role models for our stteldPlease
be an example by demonstrating maturity in actiettudes, and dress. A classroom teacher willnbe
charge of each field trip and will direct the valelers as to what is expected of them.

* Only those parents who have signed up in advandeiass or chaperones may attend (no last mirigte s
ups.)

e Only children enrolled in the class or activity m@y. Under no circumstances may guests or sibhttgsd
a field trip unless the trip is announced as a igp&mily event and other siblings are specifigafivited.
Many of our field trip destination institutions, pexially commercial businesses, will not allow deral
children to accompany the field trip. Please domake arrangements for someone else to meet yihe at
field trip or event site with siblings. We belietreat it is nearly impossible for a mother of a dnahild to
give that child the proper attention and also He &b give the necessary vigilance to supervisiggoap of
field trip students. The first responsibility ofakavolunteer is to the students being supervisbédnk you
for understanding our priorities.

e Chaperones are responsible for the behavior o&thaglents assigned to them. In private vehidhesdtiver
is responsible for children’s behavior. In schoaire@d or rented vehicles, the teacher is responsibth
help from the volunteers. If you are experienciiffjadilities, please report the problem immediattdythe
teacher or other supervising adult. Do not allowdimess, disrespect, inappropriate voices, etc.nbio
allow dangerous or potentially dangerous behaviathe trip.

e Chaperones should make it a special point to remvdainthe students for whom they are responsibleyT
should keep the students who rode with them clogkem. They should vigorously resist the temptatm
group with other adults while allowing the studetat§do their own thing.”

« Chaperones, enjoy the students! However, if youehawroblem with any student, take him/her to the
teacher or supervising adult.

« Know exactly how many students are in your smabugrand count, count, count, all day! Keep a 1foll i
necessary. Be sure that all are present beforengdwdm one place to another (especially when mgadi
home).

e Students are to return with the same person anidleehat transported them for this event. Exceito
this can be made only by an administrator or thensgring teacher. Usually, exceptions are resefoed
emergency situations only.

« Drivers and chaperones should refrain from purcttaspecial treats for the children they are supargi
unless all the children in the class benefit equall

« If you have guestions about any aspect of the figig expectations of drivers/chaperones, or etgiens
for student behavior, please ask for assistance fhe teacher or other person in charge.



Additional Instructions for Driver Chaperones

Please allow the teacher to make vehicle assigramfemt students. If you have a suggestion or
preference, please let the teacher know a day abietiche so this can be taken into consideration.
Teachers sometimes have special reasons that tagynot be free to explain for assigning specific
seating arrangements. You will be provided witlisadf the names of the children being transpoited
your vehicle.

Please arrive at school at least ten to fifteenutei before departure time. Schedules are sometimes
tight.

Copies of the Emergency Medical Release forms llostadents will be with the teacher if the trip
destination is more than ten miles from the school.

Seat belts must be worn at all times. It is fos fidason that children may be transported onlizéncabs
of pickups or other types of trucks. Note that ooy child is permitted per working seat belt.

Please be sure that you understand the routetakbe. A map and/or directions will be providedtbg
teacher. Please stick to the assigned route tdramdthe field trip.Do not take a “better” way or stop
for snacks unless this is part of the teacher’s pia

It is expected that you will obey all traffic lawsluding maintaining acceptable speed limits.

When traveling, cars will “caravan” together. At time should cars pass the “lead car” or take “side
trips” away from the caravan. Nor should you takbdnces” to keep up with the caravan, such as
entering an intersection when the light is alregelfow.

If there are more than three vehicles in the caraadbuddy system” will be used whereby two oethr
vehicles will caravan together, thus eliminatingoag line of vehicles, which can become a safety
problem.

Please call the school right away if you experietaretrouble or become lost. If someone has been hu
oris ill, and the teacher is not readily availafgleconsultation, please call the school for instions.

Children must enter and leave the vehicle fromcimdside unless the vehicle is in a protected pgrki
area or driveway.

Children must not be left unattended in a vehicle.

Students should not eat or drink in your car withyour permission. They have been instructed to use
quiet voices when talking and to keep their hamds/fo themselves. If any student does not coamerat
please inform the teacher.
